Minor Puppy Dog (3)

1.Lee’s Stargus Santa Rocks .BPD &.BPIS. Couldn’t resist this lovely raw puppy, he shows so much potential and I am sure will have a brilliant future. Correct size for age, lovely long lean head, dark eye, used his ears well. Correct mouth. Jacket  just starting to come through.  Neat feet.  Clean front.  Long neck into excellent shoulders, short back. Very good rear angulation, tail on top. Standing he showed a very stylish outline. Happy and confident for one so young. Well presented and sympathetically handled.

2.Brennan’s Buddonwood Blackjack. Another raw pup, not quite as far forward as 1 but shows promise. Nice head, correct bite, dark eye.  Shoulders, topline and  tailset OK. Adequate rear angulation. Neat cobby outline. Again happy and confident for one so young

Puppy Dog (2)

1.Jackson & Swash’ Wish List. Striking, mature boy who caught my eye on entering the ring. Long masculine head and expression, good eye and mouth, ears used and set well. Clean front, ribs well rounded, good tuck. Good shoulders into short level topline which he held standing and on the move, excellent rear quarters and angulation, well muscled .

2.Toulson’s Toulsyork Levity Lester. Another puppy in good condition.  Dark eye, good mouth, used his ears well. Adequate neck, shoulders ok.  Longer cast than winner. Nicely presented and handled. 

Junior Dog (2 )

1.Stabuks Mr Bojangles. Strong, mature dog in very good condition. Head of good  length, very masculine expression, correct bite ,excellent eye colour and shape. Ears used and set nicely. Clean front, adequate neck, shoulders ok. Deep well ribbed chest, good tuck. Harsh jacket, well muscled quarters. Moved OK

2.Allen’s Maglolgi Freddy Star. Only a few days out of puppy and still has a way to go before he matures. Nice head, good eye and mouth. Clean front. Lovely hard coat, level topline standing and moving.  Presented and handled nicely.

Maiden Dog ( 1)

1.Toulson’s Toulsyork Mettle Mason. Almost 7 months old with a lovely long lean head, dark eye, correct bite, clean front. Good length of neck. Adequate rear angulation. Moved OK for his age. 

Postgraduate Dog (2, 1abs)

1.Burkin’s Flash Opal at Raffinato . Good mouth and eye, ears set and carried well .  Adequate neck going into good shoulders. Good colour, harsh jacket. Level topline held on the move.  Nicely muscled quarters. Well presented and handled

Limit Dog ( 2)

1.Hill’s Crillee Catch Of The Day. RDCC. Stylish dog in very good condition. Long balanced head, dark eye, used his ears well. Good length of neck into nicely laid back shoulders, short level topline,   well sprung ribs with good tuck. Nicely angulated and muscled at rear, tail on top. Presentation excellent , showed and moved very well. Pushed hard for the DCC

2.Atkinson’s Jokyl Party Popper. Shame these two had to meet but I preferred the movement of the winner. Quality dog of a different type to 1. Good head, little stop, dark eye, correct bite. Adequate neck into good shoulder, level topline standing and moving, well bodied up. Coat in good hard condition. Handled and presented well.

Open Dog (4, 2abs)

1.Callon & Callon-Wynn’s Ch. Sonorra Christmas Cracker From Russtam. DCC & BIS. Quality stylish dog who deserves all the accolades he has received. Lovely long lean balanced head which didn’t detract from his masculine expression. Correct almond shaped dark eye, little stop, correct bite, used and carried his ears perfectly. Clean straight front, tight feet. Adequate neck into excellent shoulders, ribs well sprung, good tuck. Level topline moving and standing. Well muscled and angulated quarters, tail on top. Best mover of the day. If I were to be ultra critical it would be that I would have liked a tighter trim but this didn’t detract from the overall picture. I particularly liked his true black and tan colouring.

2.Jackson & Swash’ Jokyl Truly Noble  Another  quality male presented in very good order. Long head, dark eye, ears set and used well. Long neck into well laid shoulder, level topline, tail on top, Strongly muscled quarters, Nicely angulated. Moved OK

Minor Puppy Bitch (7, 5abs)

1.Edington-Hall’s Wendaire Kissed By An Angel. BPB. Very mature for her age. Neat head of adequate length, dark eye, correct bite. Ears set and used well. Shoulders  OK. Level  topline. Ribs already well sprung,  good tuck. Harsh  jacket, good furnishings. Would have like a better covering on her front and shoulders. Moved with confidence.

2.Brennan’s Buddonwood Aniseed Twist. Sweet raw and just 6 months old puppy. Shows promise and has plenty of time to come on. Feminine head and expression, correct mouth, good eye, ears carried and used well. Adequate neck, shoulders OK. Nicely angulated at rear. Coat just starting to come through . Oozing confidence for such a youngster. Well handled.

Presented in good order with an excellent harsh jacket of good colour.  Shame she stood alone as I think she would have been happier with some company in the ring.

1.Fernandez & Purnell’s Jokyl Gold Star JW. BCC & RBIS Feminine cobby bitch. Long, lean head, little stop, flat skull without any wrinkles, dark eye, ears set and used well. Elegant neck into very well laid back shoulders and short level back. Good spring of rib with a short loin giving her a very square outline. Neat feet, Good rear angulation with good musculature which gave her drive on the move. Excellent presentation, coat and colour.    

2.Turner Jokyl Star Struck. One I really liked as a puppy and she doesn’t disappoint. Well balanced lean head, dark eye, correct mouth, nicely set and used ears. Elegant neck into well laid shoulders, clean front. Well angulated at the rear. Moved well. Presented in good coat and condition

3.Haly’s Vivavick Tittletattle

1.Shurvinton’s Stargus Black Orchid At Shurcon. Very stylish bitch presented in excellent coat and condition. Long, lean head, dark eye, good mouth, was interested in everything around her. Lovely length of neck into very good layback of shoulder, adequately ribbed up, good tuck. Excellent rear angulation, tail on top. Moved with drive.

2.Brown’s Jokyl Noble Princess For Oceanaire. Different type to 1 but a quality bitch nonetheless. Good head, eye, ear set and carriage. Clean front, nicely ribbed and good tuck. Level topline. Well muscled quarters with good angulation. Moved, presented and handled well.
